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Grön mode is how they say it 
in Sweden – green fashion. And 
Eco Chic is how they say it at 
the Sonoma Valley Museum of 
Art – where g–reen meets grön 
and art meets sustainability 
in the West Coast premiere 
of “Eco Chic: Towards Sustain-
able Swedish Fashion,” which 
runs Feb. 19 to May 15.   

A members preview will be 
held on Friday, Feb. 18, from 6 
to 8 p.m.  

“Eco Chic” is produced by 
the Swedish Institute in col-
laboration with the Sonoma 
Valley Museum of Art and the 
Consulate General of Sweden 
San Francisco.

“Eco Chic is chic,” said Kate 
Eilertsen, the museum’s execu-
tive director. “These Swedish 
fashion designers take an 
environmentally friendly and 
ethical approach to their work, 
without sacrificing one ounce 
of fashion.”

Eilertsen admits that “fash-
ion forward” has not always 
equated with “eco forward.” 
The premise of Eco Chic is that 
the fashion industry has too 
often concealed a number of 
uncomfortable truths.

“The fashion industry has 
not always been very eco 
friendly,” Eilertsen said, not-
ing that fashion-related busi-
nesses have been accused of 
destroying natural habitats, 
using more water than any 
other apart from agriculture, 
spreading toxic chemicals 
and producing carbon dioxide 
emissions. In addition to envi-
ronmental damage common to 
the industry in the past, far too 
many people in the industry 
still work under inhumane 
conditions.

“Eco Chic” and its related 
public programs are made 
possible by museum members, 
friends and the Calvin R. 
Vander Woude Lively Arts 
Series. Before its opening 
in California, “Eco Chic” 
premiered in Belgrade in the 

winter of 2008, and has visited 
major international cities 
including Minsk, Kiev, Riga, 
Istanbul, Berlin and the Scan-
dinavia House in New York. 

“Eco Chic” will be paired 
with artist Daniel McCormick’s 

installation in the front gallery, 
entitled “Iterations of Ecologi-
cal Art and Design.” 

Museum hours are Wednes-
day through Sunday, 11 am. to 
5 p.m.
